Our church gets a regular source of revenue.

The beauty of scrip is that you put your regular household shopping dol-
lars to work. You earn money for St. Matthias without spending a single addi-
tional penny.

And scrip can be used for just about any
household purchase including food, clothing, entertainment, gasoline and even
dining out.

We’'ll be holding a series of brief information meetings in August after ser-
vices on Saturdays and Sundays about our new scrip program, and we urge you
to attend.

PASTORAL LETTER

Dear Beloved People of God,

Once again, the fall approaches with its program
start-ups at the church. You will find mention of
many of these throughout this newsletter. One that is
entering into it’s fourth year here at St. Matthias is
Education for Ministry, often known as EFM.

EFM is a distance learning program administered by
the School of Theology of the University of the South
at Sewanee. It is an in-depth program of theological
education that seeks to expose laypersons to theologi-
cal studies and to help them to integrate those studies
into their lives and ministry.

I cannot stress how good this program is. Both Micky
and myself are graduates of the program, and I have
been a mentor (group leader) for eleven years (or so -
I’m beginning to lose track). I have seen people work
through EFM and literally “bloom” as they begin to
understand how their faith really is an integral part of
their everyday lives. Those of us who went to semi-
nary with EFM under our belts had a significant “leg
up” on our classmates who did not.

There are two components. The first component is
study. The program is a four-year course that you
commit to one year at a time. In the first year, you
study the Old Testament. In the second, the New

Testament. In the third, Church History, and in the
fourth, Christian Theology. The program includes
materials written especially for EFM by seminary
professors at Sewanee who are acknowledged schol-
ars in their fields.

The second component is weekly group meetings,
where readings are discussed and we enter into theo-
logical reflection, which connects our own experience
to our Christian heritage. It is truly an amazing
process that has to be experienced to be understood.

The commitment is significant. It requires a meeting
a week and several hours of study time. Our standard
meeting time is from 7PM to 9 PM on Thursday
evenings during the school year. This is an adult learn-
ing environment, so there are no tests or quizzes, but
you get out of it what you put into it. There is a tuiton
cost, but there are scholarships available from many
sources. Money is never an issue. We will make sure
that anyone who wishes to participate will not be
turned aside for monetary reasons. I myself needed
financial support for several of my years of EFM.

Our program here is particularly strong and I look
forward to another year. If you have questions, you
can ask me or any of the members of our current EFM
class, including Betty Adams, John Jawson, Susan
Kerr, Vicki Kutz, Jim Nugent, Carol Schott, Char-
maine Tenwinkel, Dan Tenwinkel, Jonie Varner and
Tim Wallace. Please see Susan Kerr’s article on page

Safeguarding God's
Children

We will hold a “Safeguarding God’s Children” training
session here at St. Matthias on a Saturday in late August.
Watch your weekly St. Matthias emails for the final date. It
will be on a Saturday morning for about three hours total
and will be led by Father Kenny Miller of St. Boniface,
Mequon, and Deacon Terry Garner.

By Diocesan policy and for the safety of our children,
many of you (including vestry, staff and others who work
with children) are either required to attend or “highly rec-
ommended” to attend this session.

Anyone in the parish would be welcome but there is
limited space available. If you are required or recom-
mended to attend, I will contact you directly.

I, myself, went through the training two summers ago
and found it highly worthwhile as a parent, a Sunday
school director and as an employee of the Waukesha
School District. It may be a subject that people aren’t eager
to confront, but the training session is well done and infor-
mative. Many of us spend time with children and youth
either as parents, grandparents or in our professions. The
more people who are aware of this issue, the safer our en-
vironment can be for exploring our faith and taking part in
our ministries. Your time spent will have been worthwhile.

Safeguarding God’s Children is a national program put
out by Church Pension Group that helps in the education
and training for preventing and responding to child sexual
abuse in everyday life and in ministry. It is geared to clergy,
parents, youth workers, vestry members, congregation
members who are responsible for protecting children, em-
ployees of churches and church organizations, and volun-
teers responsible for planning, implementing or supervis-
ing ministries, activities or programs for children and
youth.

The training provides a basic understanding of the
dynamics of child sexual abuse, how to recognize signs
that a child may have been abused, and what to do if you
have concerns about a person’s behavior toward a child
or youth, or if you suspect that a child or youth has been
molested. It guides you through steps you can take to
prevent child sexual abuse in church and other organiza-
tional settings.

Since there will be limited space for the training and it
will be posted on the Diocesan website for others in the
diocese, PLEASE sign up early. The preferred method
of signing up would be to go to the Diocesan website and
sign up online. Then your place will be saved right away.

Training is required once every five years. You can go
to the Diocesan website at http://www.diomil.org/to sign
up or for more information.

Thinking about Fall ...

Summer is a good time to consider whether your
young child is ready for Sunday School in the fall. Will
your child be enrolled in a 4 year preschool or entering
kindergarten in the fall? If your child is in 4 year preschool,
do you think he or she would like to spend some time Sun-
day morning between services learning some Bible stories
and taking part in fun learning activities with other chil-
dren? Would your child be able to sit and listen for short
periods of time?

Part of our morning will consist of Bible story time
and music when all children aged 4 years through grade 6
will be together, and part of the morning the younger and
older children will be doing separate, age-appropriate
games and/or crafts. How many children we end up with
in the younger ages will make a difference in how much of
our time is spent together and how our teachers are as-
signed.

Please give this some thought and let me know if you
are considering registering your young child for Sunday
school this fall.

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What EFM has meant for me

At our last session of EFM for the season, Fr. David
asked for volunteers to share what the program
means to us. In case you aren’t familiar with EFM, it is an
international program of lay theological education offered
by Sewanee, The University of the South, in Tennessee. The
letters “EFM” stand for Education for Ministry. In EFM,
“First Year” students study the Old Testament and Second
Year students, which is what I was, study the New Testa-
ment. In the 3t year, students study eatly church history and
the final year is on theology. Part of the study includes the
primary text, aka the Bible, and the secondary text which
comes from Sewanee. Classes also include shared lessons
and application to our lives. Each session concludes with
worship.

I decided to commit to this study shortly after starting to
attend St. Matthias. As with the decision to join this parish, I
believe the Holy Spirit was a couple steps ahead of me. In
both cases, my heart said yes before my brain knew what
was happening! For both decisions I am thankful.

Participating in EFM has been such a great opportunity to
delve deeply into the study of the Bible. I've learned so
much from the guided reading of it and from the supporting
or secondary text. The historical perspective of the Biblical
writings is eye opening. And I learn a lot from the dialogue
and sharing of thoughts with others in the group.

Wrapping up the study this past May, we “Second Years”
tinally got to read and discuss the book of Revelations. I had
been looking forward to that session the whole year! Revela-
tions seems so different from the rest of the New Testa-
ment and it is a book that holds such mystery. This class
session was great and it made me want to know more! For-

tunately, the Holy Spirit
doesn’t miss out on oppot-
tunities when we make them
available. ..

Shortly after that final class
of the season, I went on a road trip and pulled out some old
sermons I have on C/D of the teaching of Rob Bell, pastor
of Mars Hill Bible Church in Michigan. The one I played
tirst is called Jesus and Domitian and sure enough, it was on
Revelation! Some of the verses Mr. Bell quoted were from
Rev 5:11 - 13 where the author writes about the voices of
angels who were praising God, numbering thousands upon
thousands and ten thousand times ten thousand. Mr. Bell
went on to explain that in the Hebrew culture this was a way
of saying, “it just went on and on forever.” And, he added,
whenever we worship, rather than having a beginning or
end to our worship service, we simply join in with one that
is going on continuously!

I’d like to think that it is the same thing with the study of
God and his Word. I would like to believe that learning
more about God is happening continuously by thousands
and thousands and ten thousand times ten thousand! Com-
mitting to an EFM program might be one way to join in
that glorious study and while it is only four years, the learn-
ing it sparks may just go on for eternity!

Note: These questions are based on
symptoms for alcohol use disorders
in the American Psychiatric Asso-
ciation’s Diagnostic and Statistical
Manual (DSM) of Mental Disor-
ders, Fourth Edition. The DSM is
the most commonly used system in
the United States for diagnosing
mental health disorders.
