were an enactment of the passage in Matthew, "Do not 
store up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and 
rust consume and where thieves break in and steal;  but 
store up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither 
moth nor rust consumes and where thieves do not break in 
and steal."

Over the last several years, St. Matthias has cut its over-
head drastically, while continuing to find new ways to 
reach out to the community.  Our relationship with Hebron 
House of Hospitality has continued to deepen, and our 
vestry has determined that we wish to enter into a particular 
relationship with them that will bring our congregation into 
more direct service to the homeless and their families.  Our 
church has become the literal center of Alcoholics Anony-
mous and Alanon for the city of Waukesha, and we are 
finding new ways to reach out to youth that are recoving 
from substance abuse through Project Change.  We do this 
supported by weekly meaningful worship including beauti-
ful music, Christian Education,  and by the daily prayers of 
the St. Matthias Anchorhold.  I believe we are on the cusp 
of something major for our congregation.  As it is written in 
Isaiah, "I am about to do a new thing; now it springs forth, 
do you not perceive it?"

It is rough out there.  The economy seems sluggish and 
does not want make the turn we all would like to see it 
make.  But as Christians, we do not live only within the 
human economy.  I invite you to invest in the Economy of 
God, which never falters.  Your pledge to the mission and 
ministry of St. Matthias supports work to bring hope to 
both the poor and the poor in spirit.  Pledging is the only 
way that St. Matthias can budget for our coming year of 
mission, so I encourage you to pledge no matter what the 
amount.  My prayer for 2012 is that we remember Laurence 
and work in the name of Jesus to take care of those who are 
the real treasure of the church.

Dear Beloved People of God,

There is a story told of the church under Roman persecu-
tion in 257 AD.  The Bishop of Rome had been been 
arrested and taken to execution. On the way there, he told 
his deacon Laurence that he would follow in three days.  
Fr. John-Julian, OJN,  describes what happened next:

When Laurence heard that, he gathered all the church's 
funds, sold all the holy vessels, and distributed all the 
money to the poor and needy of Rome – of whom 1500 
were on the lists of the Church to be relieved. When 
Laurence was arrested, therefore, the magistrate 
assured him that he would not be tortured and killed as 
long as he turned over the treasures of the Church. "I am 
told," the magistrate said, "that you Christians must 
give to Caesar the things that belong to him. Surely 
your God does not coin money, since he brought noth-
ing into the world with him except words. So, give us 
the money that is Caesar's and you may be rich in God's 
words." Laurence replied, "You are right in thinking the 
Church is rich — indeed, not even the emperor has a 
treasure equal to what the Church possesses. And I will 
show you the treasures of the Church, but I need three 
days to gather it up." The magistrate, expecting to 
become rich, granted the three days.

During the interval, Laurence went all over the city, 
seeking out the poor who had been supported by the 
Church, and on the third day he gathered them together 
in the magistrate's courtyard: the poor, the blind, the 
lame, the cripples, the maimed, the lepers and the 
orphans of Rome. Then he went to the magistrate and 
invited him to come to see the treasure of the Church. 
The magistrate was furious when Laurence said, "What 
displeases you? These are the treasures of the Church!" 

Laurence was martyred shortly thereafter.  His story has 
had such power that Laurence is one of the few saints men-
tioned by name in the Roman Catholic mass every time it 
is celebrated.  The reason why it is so powerful is that it 
shows one of the foundations of Christian life - that of 
service to the poor and downtrodden.  Laurence's actions
