The following is excerpted from The Lives of
the Saints by the Rev. S. Baring-Gould,
M.A., published in 1914 in Edinburgh.

Sunday, November 15 at 10:15

St. Cecilia
Third Century

The story of St. Cecilia is not with-
out beauty and merit. There was in the
city of Rome a virgin named Cecilia,
who was given in marriage to a youth
named Valerian. She wore sackcloth
next to her skin, and fasted, and in-
voked the saints and angels and virgins,
beseeching them to guard her virginity.
And she said to her husband, “I will tell
you a secret if you will swear not to
reveal it to anyone.” And when he
swore, she added, “There is an angel
who watches me, and wards off from
me any who would touch
me.” He said, “Dearest, if
this be true, show me the
angel.” “That can only be if
you will believe in one God,
and be baptized.”

She sent him to Pope S.
Urban who baptized him;
and when he returned, he
saw Cecilia praying in her
chamber, and an angel by
her with flaming wings,
holding two crowns of roses §
and lilies, which he placed
on their heads, and then
vanished. Shortly after, Ti-
bertius, the brother of Vale-
rian, entered, and wondered
at the fragrance and beauty
of the flowers at that season
of the year.

When he heard the story
of how they had obtained
these crowns, he also con-
sented to be baptized. After their bap-
tism the two brothers devoted them-
selves to burying the martyrs slain daily
by the prefect of the city, Turcius Al-
machius. They were arrested and
brought before the prefect, and when
they refused to sacrifice to the gods
were executed with the sword.

In the meantime, S. Cecilia, by
preaching had converted four hundred

persons, whom Pope Urban forthwith
baptized. Then Cecilia was arrested,
and condemned to be suffocated in the
baths. She was shut in for a night and a
day, and the fires were heaped up, and
made to glow and roar their utmost,
but Cecilia did not even break out into
perspiration through the heat. When
Almachius heard this he sent an execu-
tioner to cut off her head in the bath.

The man struck thrice without being
able to sever the head from the trunk.
He left her bleeding, and she lived
three days. Crowds came to her, and
collected her blood with napkins and
sponges, whilst she preached to them

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or prayed. At the end of that period she
died, and was buried by Pope Urban
and his deacons.

St. Cecilia is regarded as the pa-
troness of music [because of the story
that she heard heavenly music in her
heart when she was married], and is
represented in art with an organ or or-
gan-pipes in her hand.

Also holds a
scroll showing his work of
preaching the Gospel to all the
wortld.)

Left of Jesus — St. Peter
(symbol of keys — he was the first

Apostle to recognize Jesus as the
Messiah and to accept him as
God’s Son. On this faith (this
rock) the Church was established,
and he was given the keys to
heaven for men to enter who
accept this faith.)

Windows on left, Epistle

side (still facing away from altar)

First window next to East Ave

doors — St. Paul (holding

book representing the scriptures

of which his letters form a large
part, and his missionary preach-
ing. He also holds a sword since
he writes about the “sword of the
word of God”)

2" window from East Ave

doors — St. James the Less

(brother of Matthew and member
of the political party of Zealots)

and St. Philip (first to be
called by Andrew to follow Jesus)
Both were missionaries. The staff
topped by a cross is symbol of a
missionary. Symbol of saw shows
how James died.

3" window from East Ave

doors — St. Thomas (symbol

of carpenter square says he was a

builder of churches as far away as
India) Sometimes called the
Doubter.

Windows on right, Gospel

side (as you face away from altar)

First window from Main St

door — St. Bartholomew

(sometimes called Nathanael and

was a missionary) (Symbol of
martyrdom is the flaying knife)

2" window from Main St.

® Onright side wall near altar

—St. Mary at the Annuncia-
tion when the angel Gabriel came
to her.

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Dear friends in Christ,

Organ transplantation holds the prom-
ise of life for thousands of patients
with life-threatening conditions and
diseases. The generosity of donor fami-
lies, who at a time of great tragedy de-
cide to help others, is immeasurable.
However, the number of patients on
the waiting list continues to increase
daily. Currently, more than 98,000 peo-
ple in the U.S. await organ transplanta-
tion. Eighteen people die every day
because not enough organs are avail-
able. You can help! Just one donor can
save many lives.

WHO IS IN NEED?

m Any one of us could someday be in
need of a transplant. People with dia-
betes, high blood pressure, cystic fibro-
sis and other common illnesses are on
the waiting list.

m People of all ages are waiting for
transplants, in fact people under the
age of 49 make up almost 50 percent
of the waiting list.

HOW CAN WE HELP?

m Individuals can indicate their desire
to be a donor by including the “orange
dot” on their driver’s license or state
ID, or by signing a donor card. Most
importantly, share your commitment to
organ and tissue donation by discuss-
ing this fact with your family.

m Advances in technology allow more
people than ever to be donors, even
those over 70 years of age and those
with previous medical conditions.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUES-
TIONS:

Why is organ, eye and tissue dona-
tion so important? Nearly fifteen-
hundred Wisconsin families are waiting
for a transplant for a loved one to stay
alive. Eighteen people in this country
die every day because not enough or-
gans are available.

Organ Transplantation ... how can we help?

One donor can save or improve the
lives of more than fifty people. Do-
nated organs are used to save the lives
of people with organ failure. Donated
corneas restore vision for the blind.
Donated skin, bone and tissue help
repair defects, promote faster healing,
save limbs and can save the lives of
those with severe burns. Heart valves
give patients a chance to resume nor-
mal life.

What organs and tissues can be
transplanted? Eight organs can be
transplanted: both kidneys, heart, both
lungs, liver, pan-
creas, and small
intestine can be
transplanted. Cor-
neas, bone, heart valves, connective
tissue, and skin are among the tissues
that can be transplanted. More than
28,000 organ transplants, 46,000 eye
transplants and 750,000 tissue trans-
plants are performed each year in the
United States.

Is there a conflict between saving a
person’s life and donation?

No. Physicians and nurses do every-
thing possible to save a patient’s life.
Only after they determine that the pa-
tient cannot survive does a recovery
team become involved.

Is organ, eye and tissue donation
difficult on the donating family?
Donation may provide immediate and
long-term consolation, especially in
light of sudden, unexpected circum-
stances. The family members of the
donor often feel encouraged that
something good has come out of
something tragic.

May I become a donor if I have had
cancer? Yes, it may be possible to be

a donor if you have had cancer. Medi-

cal professionals will assess if your or-

gans and tissues are suitable for trans-

plantation at the time of donation and

they look at each case on an individual
basis.

What is the age limit for organ, eye
and tissue donation? People of all
ages--from infants to seniors-- may
become donors. There are no set age
limits for donation. Again, medical pro-
fessionals will evaluate at the time of
death whether an individual’s organs
and tissues can be transplanted.

What is the cost to
the donor family?
There is no cost to
the family. All costs
for recovery of donated organs, eyes
and tissues are passed on to transplant
recipients and their insurance provid-
ers. The donot’s family pays only for
the medical care provided before death
and normal funeral expenses.

Will donation affect the appearance
of the donor? Great care is taken to
preserve the donot’s appearance
through the delicate sutrgical proce-
dures that occur during organ and tis-
sue recovery. Funeral directors work to
restore the body for viewing and visita-
tion. You can still have an open-casket
funeral if that is your choice.

What steps do I take to be a donor
in Wisconsin? Say “yes” to donation
when you apply for or renew your Wis-
consin Driver’s License or state-issued
ID card. You can also place a “donor
dot” on the front of your license with-
out going to the DMV office. The
most important step is to tell your fam-
ily about your decision, as they will be
asked for consent at the time of your
passing and need to know your wishes
regarding donation.
